The liturgical books of the Ordinary Form of the Roman Rite possess 
great flexibility in the choices of liturgical texts for a Votive Mass of the 
Blessed Virgin Mary. The options presented below reflect a Votive Mass 
of the Blessed Virgin Mary on Saturdays in Advent whose texts—in 
particular the readings and chants—match most closely with those of the 
Extraordinary Form of the Roman Rite.

First Reading: LM 707.7 — Isaiah 7:10–14 (Prophecy Tone)

A reading from the Book of the Propet Isaiah:

The Lord spoke to Ahaz, saying: 
Ask for a sign from the Lord, your God; 
let it be deep as the netherworld, or high as the sky! 
But Ahaz answered, “I will not ask! I will not tempt the Lord!” 
Then Isaiah said: Listen, O house of David! 
Is it not enough for you to weary people, 
must you also weary my God? 
Therefore the Lord himself will give you this sign: 
the virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, 
and shall name him Emmanuel.

A.	 For the bereaved, the homebound, and the sick,
and for those whose suffering is known only to God,
let us pray to the Lord.

B.	 For the dead, 
especially the deceased Benedictine priests and sisters 
who served at Holy Rosary,
that they may rejoice forever with the blessed Mother,
let us pray to the Lord.

C.	 For the people of Tacoma, for which this Mass is offered,
and for all the prayers we hold in the silence of our hearts,
let us pray to the Lord.

Father and Creator, hear us as we pray
with the Immaculate ever-virgin Mary,
chosen before the world was made to be the Mother of Jesus your Son,
and grant these, our petitions, according to your holy will,
through the same Jesus Christ, your Son our Lord,
who lives and reigns with you in the unity of the Holy Spirit,
God, world without end.
